Molesey Residents Association is generally in agreement with the PEF proposals but is concerned at the level of proposed financial penalties for non-conformance, which appear to be written with major national political parties in mind.

A penalty of £5,000 may be a pin-prick to the Conservative party but would be a catastrophic disaster for a small group like ourselves.

May I suggest that the level of penalty should be in broad proportion to the offending party's size (and wealth)?

This could easily be arranged by having three penalty bands which vary in accordance with the party's gross income or expenditure.

The penalties could be in three bands appropriate to the accounting threshold applicable to the party i.e. up to £5,000; £5,000 to £250,000 and over £250,000.
