If you do not provide a fresh signature by that date we are required by law to cancel your proxy vote and you will only be able to vote in person at a polling station.

If your proxy vote is cancelled, you can apply for a new one but you will again need to provide your personal identifiers. You can apply for a new proxy vote up to 6 working days before an election.
