I wrote to you recently about your [postal] [proxy] vote.  I explained that to keep your [postal] [proxy] vote, you had to, by law, provide a fresh signature by xx March 2012.
Unfortunately, I have not received your fresh signature and have therefore had to cancel your [postal] [proxy] vote. You can now only vote in person at a polling station. Your current polling station is [address].
If you still want to vote by [post] [proxy] you can apply for a new [postal] [proxy] vote. You will need to provide your date of birth and signature. 
If you want to apply for a new [postal] [proxy] vote please complete and return the enclosed form. You can apply for a [new postal vote up to 11 working days before an election] [new proxy vote up until 6 working days before an election].
