Voting by post 
If you know that you won’t be able to get to the polling station on polling day, you can vote by post. 
Changes to handling in postal votes 
From 2 May, it will be an offence for a campaigner to handle another person’s postal vote. Campaigners should encourage voters to post their completed postal ballots as early as possible. 
In Northern Ireland postal votes cannot be accepted at polling stations.
These changes apply to UK Parliament elections, including by-elections and recall petitions, local and assembly elections.
