It is also used 
for other limited purposes specified in law, such as:
•	 detecting crime (e.g. fraud)
•	 calling people for jury service
•	 checking credit applications.

If you are concerned that having your name or address on the register may affect your safety, there could be other 
options available to you.
In certain circumstances, you can register without your name and address showing on the register.
